11, 2005, President Bush signed into
law the Real ID Act.

Lawmakers and the Bush adminis-
tration know that you and I don’t
want a National ID. They know we
don’t want a national database, stor-
ing information on each of us that can
be accessed at the push of a button.
That’s why the deceptive name ‘Real
ID Act’ was used for the bill. That’s
why it was attached to must-pass leg-
islation that provided funding for our
troops in Iraq. That’s why this
enslaving legislation received virtual-
ly no coverage in the mainstream
media, and then was passed 100-0 in
the Senate!

Provisions of the bill

The Real ID Act requires a stan-
dardization of the drivers’ licenses of
all 50 states by May 2008. The mini-
mum requirements for the new
licenses/ID cards are: name, birth
date, gender, Social Security number,
a digital photograph, address and
physical security features designed to
prevent tampering, counterfeiting, or
duplication of the document for
fraudulent purposes. The cards also
must employ common machine-read-
able technology.

Homeland Security is permitted to
add additional requirements such as
fingerprint or retinal scan, in addition
to the above requirements. All of this

information must be entered into a
database, which will be linked to the
databases of the other 49 states.

Not just drivers will need this
Natlonal ID card. All adults will be
required to have this federally
approved ID. Starting three years
from now, if you live or work in the
United States, you’ll need a federally
approved ID card to travel on an air-
plane, open a bank account, collect
Social Security payments, or take
advantage of nearly any government
service.

The big lie

While we here at Endtime
Ministries were fighting desperately
against the National ID Act, lawmak-
ers, again and again, Polly-parroted
the big lie: “This is not a national
ID,” they insisted.

The requirements of the Real ID Act
are voluntary. States linking their
databases to the national database is
voluntary. Standardizing the drivers’
licenses is voluntary. They don’t have
to comply to the Real ID if they don’t
want to.

They did not bother to add: Of
course, the states will lose their feder-
al funding if they don’t comply.
Furthermore, any state that opts out
will automatically make non-persons
out of its citizens. The citizens of that
state will be unable to have any deal-
ings with the federal government
because their ID will not be accepted.
They will not be able to fly or to take
a train. In essence, in the eyes of the
federal government they will cease to
exist. But they don’t have to comply
if they don’t want to.
